Dear Grandpa,

| have been intending to write you for a long time but just seems like |

never get around to doing it. | had a very interesting trip the first two

weeks of June. | was in 17 states and visited Washington and New York City,
traveled about 4000 miles, but one of the most interesting parts of my trip
was my visit to Hurdle Mill, NC. | wish you could have been with me.

We stayed all night in Durham, NC one Sunday night and Monday morning
started for Hurdle Mill, which is about 30 miles northwest of there. About

10 miles north of Durham, we had to detour from the main highway. This took
us out into the country toward Hurdle Mill, so instead of returning to the
highway, | attempted to cut across the woods. This is thickly wooded,

rolling country, with occasional small farms.lots of pine trees. | am sure

your father (William Merritt Blackard) must have traveled over some of this
country when he was a boy, as they undoubtedly went to Durham in that early
day to do their trading. It was hard to keep in the right direction as

there were so many forks in these old roads, but finally thought | must be
near Hurdle Mill when | ran across an oldtime blacksmith shop, situated out

in the country by itself. | stopped to ask directions and then asked the

old man if there was anyone in that country by the name of [Blackard]. He
said there was, and he had been raised with them.they were the sons and
daughters of your Uncle Tom (Thomas Washington Blackard). He told me how to
get to John Toliver's house.

We first went to Hurdle Mill, which was about 2 miles up north of the
blacksmith shop, then went 2 miles east from Hurdle Mill and drove up to a
nice looking 2-story house. On the mailbox out front was the name JOHN T.
BLACKARD. | went to the door and a 23 year old gir came to the door, she
was very nice and invited us in and introduced us top her stepmother. Her
father and two brothers were out plowing tobacco. John came in to see us
and gave us a royal welcome. He was really glad to see us and said | was
the first Blackard to return since your father (William Merritt Blackard)

and his brothers left there before the Civil War!

His sister Emily lives about 100 yards from him and another sister, Ann,
lives about 3 miles away. They have two other living sisters.one of them
lives in Durham and the other one somewhere in NC. John is about 63 years
old and the sisters are around 70. They are your first cousins. They had a
brother Will, who died a few years ago.

Your Uncle Tom, their father, died in 1915 at the age of 87. | saw his

picture and he was a nice looking old man. Their father remembered when
your father and his brothers, and some other families, left for Arkansas.

When they got ready to leave, Tom hid behind a tree, and remembered seeing



your Uncle Toliver crying when he bid the folks goodbye.

John owns a 100 acre farm, and raises tobacco and corn principally. He has
3 sons and 2 daughters. His wife died about 6 years ago, and he has
remarried. They are intelligent, hard-working, thrifty people, and | really
enjoyed meeting them.

John has a son Toliver, who has tuberculosis and is in a sanitorium at Black
Mountain, NC. He has two other sons, hamed Irving and Garland.

We had dinner at John's house and they sure had plenty to eat. | was

terribly embarrassed when they asked me to say the blessing. | had to
decline the honor and wished Papa was there for | knew he could have taken
care of that job. They all had a big laugh and John said the blessing.

They are all Methodists.

Their sister Ann is the brains of the family and if she had been given the
opportunity would have made a big success at most anything she wanted to do.
She had what little history of the family there was.said she thought your

great grandfather came to NC from Tennessee. She wasn't sure about it,
perhaps you know. | didn't. Anyway, it seems he was a drinking man who

left his family and disappeared, and nobody know what happened to him. She
had corresponded with Uncle Larry's son (William Roby Blackard) who lives
near Clarksville. She also had a picture of Uncle Larry, taken at Muldrow.
